Honey Brown         Heritage Brick      French Grey Blue     Milk Chocolate 

 



Gingerbread:  Basecoat with Honey Brown.   Shade with Burnt Sienna. 

Deepen the shading with Burnt Umber.  Float the cheeks with  

Heritage Brick.   Paint the eyes and dot on chest with Lamp Black. 

Paint the icing lines, and dot highlights on the cheeks and eyes  with Buttermilk.  Paint the 

pine sprigs with Hauser Dk. Green.  Dot the center with three berries of Country Red.   Dot 

a tiny highlight dot of Buttermilk on each berry. 

 

Scarf:  Basecoat the scarf with French Grey Blue.  Shade with Deep Midnight Blue.   

Highlight with a brush mix of Sand and French Grey Blue.  Paint and dot the snowflake on 

the scarf with Buttermilk.  Paint small “x’s” on the scarf with Payne’s Grey 

 

Candy Cane:  Basecoat the candy cane with Sand.  Mark off the stripes.   Paint the red 

stripes with Country Red.   Shade along the inside bottom edge of the candy cane.  Shade 

the Sand areas with Milk Chocolate and the Country Red areas with Black Plum.   Paint a long 

thin highlight along the top of the candy cane with Titanium White. 

Paint the ribbon around the candy cane with Hauser Dk. Green. 

 

Background:  Basecoat the background with Celery Green.   Shade around the gingerbread 

with Burnt Umber.   Dot the sky with Titanium White for falling snowflakes. 

 

Banner:   Basecoat the banner on the top of the sled with Country Red. 

Shade with Black Plum.   Transfer the lettering.  Paint and dot the lettering with 

Buttermilk. 

 

Finishing:   Erase any remaining pencil or transfer markings with your kneaded eraser.   

With the .01 Black Micron Pen, draw all outlining and stitching.   Spray with several light 

coats of DecoArt Matte Spray Sealer.
